PLANNIN MMISSION REPORTS: Ms. Rodgers reported that she had
attended the last Zoning Ordinance Advisory Committee (ZOAC) meeting and that
the Committee is moving towards receiving the final draft document from the
consultant, Clarion. Ms. Cotellessa advised that a joint worksession of the City
Council and the Planning Commission would be scheduled in September and then
the document would be scheduled for public review and comment. Ms. Rodgers
requested that the informational package for the joint worksession be distributed as
early as possible so that Councilmembers and Commissioners might have time to
review the entire document before the worksession. Chair Lawrence suggested that
the draft be distributed before each group takes its August recess.
