In addition,
owners learn how to promote good
household manners, and how to deal with
common doggy problems such as jumping,
mouthing & biting and pulling. Puppies
(dogs under 5 months of age) also enjoy a
playgroup at the end of class, which teaches them how to relate
to and interact appropriately with other dogs and also how
to respond to their owners while playing. (Puppies must have
their second set of shots before they come to class, which is
Week 2. All dogs over 4 months must have full vaccinations or
titers by Week 2.) Week One is an orientation for owners only
(no dogs). Class is 6 weeks (6 hrs.), one hour/week, plus an
additional 15 minutes for puppies under 5 months. Everyone
in the family is encouraged to come to class!

June 25: New Zealand: South Island and
North Island

o A world away are the islands that make

= up the country of New Zealand, and our
adventure begins on the South Island. There
are laid back wine country tours to enjoy
along with the rapturously beautiful scenery. We'll tour Abel
Tasman National Park, visit a local artist colony and get a
crash course in Maori bone carving. Off then to Queenstown,
the birthplace of bungee jumping (no, you won't have to
participate in that). Next, we explore the North Island known
also for its scenic beauty. We'll explore the Bay of Islands’
magnificent coastline by kayak and visit the historic site,

the Waitangi Treat Grounds, where Maori chiefs signed a
controversial treaty with Britain. Our itinerary also includes
Hawke’s Bay’s fruit and olive groves, Cape Kidnappers, home
to a massive colony of gannet birds, Napier, a blast from the
Art Deco past, a primeval kauri forest, and an oyster farm,
and if that wasn’t enough—a stop at some of the area wineries.

You will experience first-hand the art,
architecture, history and charm of Seville,

e 1 the multlcultural imprint of the numerous
people and cultures that have called the city home. We'll
explore Roman ruins, the lush Moorish palace of the Alcazar,
the delicate beauty of Santa Cruz and the Gothic brilliance of
the city’s largest cathedral, the celebrated La Giralda. History
buffs, travelers, and art lovers will all enjoy this film.

August 27, 2010: Persepolis: rediscovering the
lost capital of the Persian empire
(Runmng time: 60 minutes)

1 It was probably the greatest construction
project of antiquity: in 520 B. C. King
Darius I of the Achaemenids had a forty-

) acre terrace piled up the foot of the Mount
of Mercy in the central Persian plateau. Here the new capital
of Persia was to arise. This program reconstructs the site
virtually with an animation program that produced several
thousand outlines, details, and structures that breathe life into
the splendor of Persepolis. See why Alexander repented the
destruction he and his soldiers visited upon the city when they

pillaged and burnt the city to the ground.
