and in the future. Through the development of a consistent and goal-oriented relationship under 
the supervision of the NVFS program coordinator, mentors and mentees will complete school 
assignments together, practice social and life skills, discuss issues of importance to the mentee, 
and participate in recreational activities. 
 

Volunteer mentors should be 21 years old and above and be able to volunteer for a 
minimum of one calendar year.
